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St. Mary's Parish Camp-Out will be held on the Big Sur River at Santa Lucia Campground, a private campground owned by All Saints’ Episcopal Church. Come for one meal or for all six. Fill out a registration form and return it, along with your payment (check payable to St. Mary’s by the Sea) to the St. Mary's office. 
This is "tent camping", which means no cabins, no floors, no phones, no room service, and no bell captain to tip. The campground is on the Big Sur River which provides great opportunities for wading, swimming and tubing. You can sleep on a tarp under a glorious canopy of stars, or bring a tent. If none of these options appeal, there are a number of lodges and motels in the area. You can even come for the day and return home at night. 
It can be hot, or not. Bring shorts, sun screen, and a hat, just in case. Even if it is hot during the day, it can be chilly at night, so have appropriate warm clothing too, including long pants and a warm jacket. A stocking cap works wonders if you get cold in your sleeping bag.  Shoes that can be worn into the water for wading are a necessity for kids, since the small rocks hurt bare feet and are slippery. Old or cheap tennis shoes are ideal; flip-flops are okay but tend to fall off and float away down the river. There will be a basic first aid kit available. 

We will provide all food, dishes, silverware, and cooking utensils. We will share the cooking and cleanup. There will be a sign up sheet to help spread the work around. If possible, please bring some homemade bread and/or a batch of homemade cookies to share for desserts and snacks.  We also need to bring our own firewood.  If you want wine or beer, please bring some, and plan to share.  There are only the benches at the picnic tables to sit on, so you may want to bring lawn chairs. There are no hook-ups for recreational vehicles at the camp.

Dogs are not forbidden by the camp, but the communal campground is not really a good place for a dog.  Dogs must be kept on a leash, and owners must clean up after them. If your dog is planning to bark all night at the raccoons, he might think again whether camping with a group is really for him.

Many activities are still being planned, but there will surely be wading and swimming, hiking, singing, and opportunities for spiritual renewal. Sunday morning we will have a worship service under the magnificent redwood trees.

Directions:
 
Drive south from Carmel on Highway 1. Watch for the sign for the River Inn: turn right at the first turnoff on the right past the River Inn. There are two driveways there: the left fork is the entrance to the Big Sur Campground (there is a sign), and the right fork is the entrance to our campground. Take the right fork: we will have a sign there to direct you. Drive down into the campground to unload the car, then park in the lot above the campground.

Arrival / Departure
You may arrive at the camp any time after 1 pm on Friday. We provide meals starting with dinner on Friday. The last meal that we serve is lunch on Sunday. We must be out of the campground no later than 1 pm.

The camp committee needs help back at St. Mary’s at 4:00 on Sunday to clean and store the communal gear, stoves, ice chests, etc…. Please include this in your plans.
